Court of Arbitration

With exclusion of the competence of the state courts an arbitration court according to the provisions of the Statute of the Mediation and Arbitration Court of German Notaries (SGH) is competent for all disputes arising form corporate law among the shareholders, among shareholders and the Company and/or its bodies, in particular including disputes about the effectiveness, interpretation or the amendment of these Articles, the effectiveness or the execution of shareholders’ resolutions or other measures of the Company, including measures by way of a judicial injunction. The SGH may also rule on its on competence and in connection herewith on the existence or the validity of this arbitration clause.

The Statute of the Mediation and Arbitration Court is recorded in the public Deed of notary Dr. Hans Wolfsteiner in Munich of January 19th, 2000, File No. 82/2000. This document is hereby referred to. A certified copy of this Deed is present today, its contents are known. Reading out of this Deed is hereby waived. The Deed is attached to these Articles.

The SGH decides with binding effect for the Company, its bodies and all shareholders; these have to be involved in the proceedings in the way of summons provided that they aren’t parties themselves.
